4A. CONSIDER AND TAKE ACTION ON RENAMING OF ROBINSON ADDITION AND
STREETS

Chairman Berrong explained that new developments have occurred with the addition and now the
opportunity to rename the addition is available.

City Manager Mark Skiles said the city has been approached about selling some of the lots. A change is
needed in the size of the lot and allow for certain type of housing. He said to replat the property will make
the lots easier to sell. He explained that the Clinton Daily News printed an article about the renaming and
asked the public for suggestions for the new name of the addition and the three streets. He said the new

names would need to be determined before the plat can be filed with the county.
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Chairman Berrong reviewed the 13 suggestions that have been submitted. He said his preference is the
naming of the addition as Redland Addition with the three streets named Del Rio, Rialto and Ritz which
are three of the four movie theaters located in Clinton in earlier years.

Trustees Rosales, Trustee Rodolph and Trustee Hulin all agreed.

Trustee Stewart said he also liked the suggestions of The Ranch with streets, Hereford, Angus and
Longhorn since the area is so dependent on the agricultural industry.

Motion was made by Trustee Hulin and seconded by Trustee Rosales to rename Robinson Addition to
Redlands Addition and the streets named, Del Rio, Rialto and Ritz.
