A RESOLUTION ADJUSTING THE WATE RATES OF THE CITY OF

increases and diminish capitalized interest.

WHEREAS, the electorate of the City of Clinton has passed a tax increase 
that has def erred the need to enact the second rate increase.

Works Authority, of the City of Clinton, Oklahoma; 

The Phase II rate increase passed by the Clinton Public Works Authority in 
PW 14-04, shall be deferred, and shall not be implemented until January 1, 2021.
